86(1)(e) read with section 181 of the Electricity Act, 2003 and all power enabling it in this
behalf, the Rajasthan Electricity Regulatory Commission after previous publication, hereby
makes the following Regulations to amend theRERC (Renewable Energy Obligation)
Regulations,2007 (hereinafter referred to as the ‘Principal Regulations’), namely:

1. Short title and commencement:

(1) These Regulations shall be called the “Rajasthan Electricity Regulatory Commission
(Renewable Energy Obligation) (Sixth Amendment) Regulations, 2020.”
(2) These Regulations shall come into effect from 01.04.2019.
2. Amendment in Regulation 4 of the Principal Regulations:
(1) The following proviso(s)shall be added below the existing tables appearing under the
heading (A) of sub-regulation (2):

“Provided also that for CPPs commissioned before 1.04.2016, RPO
shallbe at the level as mandated by the Commission for the year 2015-
16. For CPPs commissioned from 1.04.2016 onwards, the RPO level as
mandated by the Commission or Ministry of Power, whichever is higher,
for the year of commissioning of the CPP shall be applicable.
Provided also that in case of any augmentation in the capacity, the RPO
for augmented capacity shall be the RPO applicable for the year in
which the CPP has been augmented.
Provided also that in case, for meeting the RPO obligation, CPP has
surplus power than its consumption requirement, such a CPP may sell its
surplus power to the DISCOMs under the prevailing arrangements, if
any, or in the power exchange.”
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(2) The following proviso(s) shall be added below the existing tables appearing under the
heading (B) of sub-regulation (2):

“Provided also that for CPPs commissioned before 1.04.2016, RPO
shall be at the level as mandated by the Commission for the year 2015-
